A Typical casualty polices exclude owned aircraft

A An amendment to the owned aircraft exclusion was only traditionally done for Industrial Aid Aircraft

AAny amendment to the exclusion would Iikely be ori
A Limitations as to MTOM, Visual Line of Sight (VLOS) and Operating Environments could be imposed

A Hull and Equipment damage would not be covered

A Exclusions for invasion of privacy or violation of private airspace could also be imposed

AWar exclusions or additional restrictions may be imposed via endorsement

A Certifications would need to be valid for commercial operation
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What about if | just hire someone?

A Typical casualty polices do not exclude non-owned aircraft

A Limitations on operations are not an issue as you are not operating

A Minimum requirements for limits of liability should be set

A Operator expertise and certification should be validated

A Invasion of privacy concerns may still exist

A Operating environment may pose a greater potential for injury (i.e. metro areas)

A A catastrophic event arising out of operator error or equipment failure may still expose your limits
